• Gloves or Mitts appropriate for local water temperatures  
• Strap style fins with boots appropriate for local water temperatures  
• Dive knife or cutting tool (Required by PADI standards)  
• Emergency Signaling Device (whistle, flare, inflatable signaling tube) (Required by PADI 

standards) 
 
SCUBA Equipment is NOT included, but may be rented at HALF PRICE. 
 
 
*The Emergency First Response (EFR) class is highly recommended and can be used to meet this 
requirement. Emergency First Response is a basic training program in CPR and emergency care.  Take 
the PADI EFR Class for only $60 when signing up for PADI Rescue Diver! 
 
 
**Divers under the age of fifteen (15) may obtain a PADI Junior Rescue Diver certification. The Junior 
Rescue Diver certification card carries the requirement that the individual must dive with a certified adult.
